Madera Chamber & Madera Ministerial Association Announce Three Events for National 
Day of Prayer 
 
The Annual Mayorõs Prayer Breakfast will be held on May 1, 2014. Madera will join more than 40,000 other National Day of Prayer 

observances in the United States by holding the 14th annual Mayorôs Prayer Breakfast.   

  

The breakfast will feature a presentation by special guest Mayor Robert Poythress, City of Madera.  Robert Poythress is currently serving 

his third term in office. Poythress was first elected to the City Council in 2004 and re-elected in 2008 and 2012.   In 2012, Robert was 

elected as the first elected Mayor in the City of Madera through 2016. 

  

Robert is a native Maderan. He graduated from Madera High School and attended California Polytechnic State University, San Luis 

Obispo, California where he graduated with a Bachelor of Science (BS) Degree in Agricultural Business Management; and in 1998 he 

earned his graduate degree from Pacific Coast Banking School, University of Washington.  Since 1979 Robert has been in the banking 

industry where he is currently Vice President and Manager of Citizens Business Bank in Madera. He is also a partner in Teco Hardware 

and Poythress Farms.   Mayor Robert Poythress was honored with the Crystal Tower Award by the Madera Chamber of Commerce for 

Business Person of the Year. 

  

Mayor Poythress will share the podium with keynote speaker Alan Autry.  Born Carlos Brown, Autry was born in Shreveport, Louisiana in 

1952.  Shortly before his first birthday his mother brought him to Tulare, California to live with his grandfather, grandmother and eight aunts 

and uncles. At the age of six his mother married Joe Duty, a farm laborer, and the family proceeded to move six times in five years. The 

family finally settled down in Riverdale where young Carlos excelled in football and earned a scholarship to the University of the Pacific. He 

went on to be drafted by the Green Bay Packers. After his playing days were over he went to Los Angeles to become an actor.  After years 

of being a struggling actor he landed the part of Bubba Skinner on the television series, IN THE HEAT OF THE NIGHT.  In November 

2000, Autry was elected mayor of Fresno, California. He was re-elected in 2004, receiving more than 72 percent of the vote. He is now 

President and CEO of Autry Entertainment Group which produces faith and family films and also has partnered with Randal Cooper and 

William Broomfield to found CenCal Mentoring                    Academy, an organization dedicated to making 

a difference in the lives of our at-risk youth.
